
Wind Turbine Installed at Louisville Middle School in time for

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With the start of the 2009-2010 school year, students at Ramsey Middle School in southeastern 

Jefferson County will be coming back to school with an installed wind turbine to help supplement 

their energy needs.  The fairly new state-of-the-art institution utilizes renewable energy 

technologies such as solar hot water heating, natural lighting systems, and a wind turbine to boot. 

The school is located on 46 acres at 6409 Gellhaus Lane and was just completed last year. The 

wind turbine was purchased from SunWind Power Systems, a company located in southern 

Indiana that also supplies and designs other renewable energy systems including solar 

photovoltaic systems. SunWind Power collaborated with LG & E in the installation of the turbine 

which took place the week before school was to resume.  

 

The installed wind turbine is a 1.9 kW Skystream manufactured in New Mexico. On windy days, 

the turbine can help supply power for the school by converting kinetic energy from the wind into 

electricity to be used by the school. Because the Skystream wind turbine does not interfere with 

television reception, is extremely quiet and cannot generally be heard over typical background 

noise, it is ideal for the school. In addition, the monitoring system will allow teachers across the 

district to explore a multitude of topics including weather, energy production and mechanics to 
name a few. The installation was completed on August 9th, just in time before students from 

grades 6-8 return from summer vacation.
